1. ALGOMA DISTRICT SCHOOL BOARD ACCLAIMS CHAIR AND VIC E CHAIR
POSITIONS

Wanda McQueen will once again be leading the Algoma District School Board (ADSB) following

continues in his role with the Board. Both Wanda and Larry were re-acclaimed to Chair and Vice
Chair respectively.

Wanda has been with the ADSB for 20 years consecutively, elected first as a Trustee in November
1988. She was Vice Chair for two years and in 2002 was chosen as Chair of the Algoma District
School Board, a position she has now held for 6 years. In her time as Trustee, Vice Chair and
Chair, Wanda has served on numerous committees including Teacher Trustee Relations, Auditory
Advisory, and Transportation and has been liaison with the School Council Coordinating Committee
(SCCC).

Reviewing the development of new Transportation Consortia
Monitoring the Board’s technology infrastructure intended to bring high levels of service in
Wide Area Network and eventually to Voice Over Internet Protocol (VOIP)
Improving Student Achievement through many initiatives including the new School
Effectiveness Framework, Safe Schools, Anti-Bullying, Character Education and Aboriginal
Programs.
