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Trustees were updated at last night's Committee of the Whole on the current status of the architect 
selection process for ADSB's proposed new schools and additions.  The Architect Review 
Committee (consisting of Trustees Thayer and Sarlo, Admin Council, System Administrators, 
Manager of Plant and Supervisor of Facility Renewal and Capital Planning) has met twice with four 
architectural firms over two one day sessions.  We have seen partnerships of local and southern 
Ontario architects who bring recent school building experience and local knowledge of the northern 
construction industry.  The Committee is ready to propose final selection(s).  
 
Ministry of Education senior staff have approached ADSB and suggested that a consortium of a 
number of school boards might benefit from pooling their construction projects from a financial and 
expertise perspective.  Specifically we have been asked to attend a presentation by Ontario 
Infrastructure on how they might meet the new school needs of the school boards.  
 
The selection process has been delayed until we have an opportunity to comply with the Ministry's 
request to listen to Ontario Infrastructure.
